1. Apologies for absence: Cllr P Sargent, District Councillor T Alban, County Councillor S Bywater.
2. Declaration of interests: None
3. Public Participation
4 visitors attended. They addressed the Council on the subject of Rural Exception Housing and the Housing Needs Survey done in 2018. 
 One Councillor withdrew from the meeting.
4. To approve the minutes of the meeting held on 16 July 2019
Cllr Aylesbury proposed that the minutes of the meeting held on 16 July 2019 be accepted and signed as a true record. Seconded by Cllr Weatheritt & unanimously agreed. Minutes signed by the Chairman.
5. Matters arising from the minutes:
a. Footpath from Holme to nature reserve. Clerk has eventually managed to make contact with Network rail and is awaiting a substantive response.
b. Increasing the number of Parish Councillors. The request determined at the last meeting has been put to Huntingdonshire District Council. This will proceed to the Corporate Governance Committee on 2 October and if approved then a period of consultation will follow.

c. Cemetery Gates. Several quotes were examined. The Council decided to select 
AK Fencing to do the work and Clerk to request a picture of the proposed exact design (Option 3) – this to be circulated by email and if all agree the work to be commissioned at a cost of £490+VAT.
d. Trees. Some of the Councillors and Clerk had been shown around the woods by the owner and a copy of the woodland management plan had been provided. This has largely allayed fears over the future of the woodland and no further steps towards seeking protection for the trees are to be taken. The owner is very willing to engage with the community and to this end has written a piece for the Holme Parish News.
6. Speed Reduction.
a. Speed Indicator Device (SID) Figures – July and August show a reduction in the 85th percentile but still some very high speeds. Some problems arising with the software – Clerk to attempt to resolve.
b. Awaiting a price from CCC/Skanska to move or erect a new post for the SID near Holmewood (cost of this about £3-400 approved in advance) and Cllr Neal to discuss another post and SID near the pub/level crossing with interested parties and let Clerk know the preferred location in due course, to send to CCC Highways. 

c. The Local Highway Initiative (LHI) bid was submitted and a response is awaited.
