3. Public Participation. 2 visitors attended.
4. To approve the minutes of the meeting held on 17 September 2019.

Cllr Aylesbury proposed that the minutes of the meeting held on 17 September 2019 be 
accepted and signed as a true record. Seconded by Cllr Watson & unanimously agreed. 
Minutes signed by the Chairman.
5. Resignation/Co-option. Mr T Snitch had resigned after the last meeting. The procedure in Standing Orders had been followed and several candidates had put themselves forward for co-option. These candidates had all been given the opportunity to attend to meet Councillors. The applications were discussed and voting carried out in several rounds until a majority was achieved. The result was that Mr E Whittaker should be co-opted. Clerk to contact all candidates and carry out the requisite paperwork for Mr Whittaker before next meeting.
6. Matters arising from the minutes:
a. Footpath from Holme to nature reserve. Clerk has made contact with Network rail but is still awaiting a substantive response.
b. Increasing the number of Parish Councillors. The Community Governance Review is under way within HDC and result due in January.
c. Cemetery Gates. The designs for the gates were viewed again and the subject discussed. Agreed to order one large field gate and one personnel gate and posts to be set forward from the original to avoid the tree roots. AK Fencing had already been selected to do the work at previous meeting.

7. Speed Reduction.
a. Speed Indicator Device (SID) Figures – September showed a reduction in the 85th percentile along Station Rd by the cemetery but some problems are still arising with the software – Clerk to attempt to resolve.
b. Erection of new post for the SID near Holmewood is in hand (cost of £460.80) and Cllr Neal had discussed another post and SID near the pub/level crossing with interested parties. Clerk to contact Cambs County Council Highways for them to carry out feasibility and cost for the proposed location, Cllr Neal to meet with them on site if possible. 

c. The Local Highway Initiative (LHI) bid is in the system, a response is awaited.
