1. Apologies for absence: District Councillor Tim Alban; County Councillor Simon Bywater.
2. Declaration of interests: None
3. To approve the minutes of the meeting held on 19 May 2020.

Cllr Neal proposed that the minutes of the meeting held on 19 May 2020 be 
accepted and signed as a true record. Seconded by Cllr Watson & unanimously 
agreed. Minutes signed by the Chairman.
4. Public Participation. 
7 Members of the public attended.
The members of the public each spoke against the planning application 20/00923/REM – detailed report on separate sheet. Strong objections were raised on grounds of traffic, parking and footpath design, pedestrian crossing layout and design, lighting, road safety. Many comments made, Clerk to compile a report.
One person had also noted recent bat activity not shown in the Ecological Survey.
The green space in the layout plan was queried re being suitable for ball games.
5. Planning
a. 20/00929/FUL – Barns at Top Farm - recommend refusal.
b. 20/00989/OUT- Old Coal Yard – Approval in principle, but refusal as submitted, recommend 2 dwellings instead of 3 and conditional on the provision of the proposed footpath and a safe pedestrian crossing over B660.

c. 20/00923/REM – Reserved Matters re 25 Homes at Pingle Bank – recommend refusal (full reasons on separate document) on highway/safety grounds: parking, footpath, pedestrian crossing location and type. Clerk to arrange urgent meeting with CCC Highways.
6. Matters Arising from previous meetings
a. Footpath to Nature reserve – still waiting for action from Network Rail
b. Community Governance Review. Awaiting possible new date for next set of elections which will enable the 2 new Councillors to be nominated/elected. Under review with Huntingdonshire District Council (HDC).

c. Speed Indicator Device – top speed 82mph, average over 40mph from latest data set.  Possible new post near Admiral Wells and acquisition of second device – Cllr Neal to discuss with Landlord and report back. Location of post is approved by CCC. Discussion around costs and finance from other sources to be resolved.

d. LHI Scheme road improvements. Clerk had had a holding email from allocated case officer and hopefully this will move forward soon.

e. Railings at Short Drove. Cllr Griffin and Cllr Watson to assess and paint as necessary.

f. Trees on Holmewood green- with Operations division at HDC for opinion/clearance.

g. Planning enforcement 28a-32a Church St. Case numbers have been allocated but no news yet.

c. Receipts £285 towards grave space, Interest £8.71, CCC Grant for grass cutting £726.60
d. Audit Exemption Certificate received. 2019-20 Accounts now closed.

e. Quotes for work to Church Path. No quotes had been sent in after several invitations to contractors. The work was discussed again and a new specification was agreed avoiding lifting the slabs. It was agreed to leave them in their current condition. Clerk to obtain quotes to 1. Grout the stone path to close up the gaps between stones & 2. Build up the sunken grass area with soil and reseed.


The above authorised, financial matters all proposed by Cllr Neal & seconded by Cllr Watson, approved unanimously.
8.  Reports from Clerk and Councillors

a. Defibrillator battery and pads to be purchased in August (replacement date 08 Sept)

b. Ivy on Churchyard wall – Cllr Griffin and Watson to investigate and deal with.

9. Correspondence and other matters.

a. Coronavirus community support group – Cllr Whittaker reported that requests had declined and some volunteers had gone back to work. Clerk to send a thank you letter to Cllr Whittaker to send out to all helpers.
b. 1940s weekend. This was discussed at length. Councillors and public felt that the event was unwelcome and inappropriate in the current circumstances even if restrictions were lifted by October. Voted 6:0 (one abstention) to object to the road closure application when received and Clerk instructed to write to the organiser to advise him of this decision and explain the reasons behind it.

c. Pizza stall – this was held in the layby on Saturday 4 July and did not cause any issues. However when it is dark it may not be able to be so safe. Keep under review.

d. Parking/refuse wagon. People parking on the road are making it difficult for refuse wagon etc. to get through and round corners. Some bins remaining un-emptied as a result.  Clerk to appeal in Parish News/Facebook

e. School Streets scheme - referred to School Governors.
f. Councillor training – this is taking place online. 
g. Cambs Local Council Conference – will take place online 23 October 2020 – free and all welcome to attend
h. ACRE subscription £57 – agreed to rejoin.
