4. Public Participation. 
No members of the public attended.
a. Report from District Councillor: 
Fly tipping and 2 cannabis factories discovered locally are receiving vigorous investigation. 
Poor road mending on Yaxley Road is under review with Highways and County Councillor Bywater is liaising with Highways. 
Planning permission for 340 homes and land for a new primary school has been granted at Glatton Rd, Sawtry (Huntingdon District Council (HDC) Public Access ref 20/01407/OUT).
5. Planning
No new applications and nothing new on any of the outstanding applications. Cllr Alban to try to set up a meeting with Planning Officer regarding Yaxley Road to be pro-active. 
6. Matters Arising from previous meetings
a. Footpath to Nature reserve – Officer at Network Rail is on sick leave till end of November and no report could be extracted from colleagues despite several approaches. Pursue in December.
b. Community Governance Review. Information unlikely to be forthcoming from HDC until spring.
c. Speed Indicator Devices (SID) – top speed 58mph, average 30mph from latest data set (SID1 near Cemetery).  New device SID2 received from manufacturer and installed at Holme Lane/Holmewood by Cllr Neal, data not yet collected but seems to be slowing traffic down well.  Police have been doing speed checks on Station Road.
d. Local Highway Initiative (LHI) Scheme road improvements. Carried out last week – (red tarmac and roundels).  Discuss a new application at next meeting after evaluating what measures are necessary, measures at Pondersbridge and Great Raveley were mentioned.
e. Church Path – awaiting lockdown to be lifted for this work to be carried out as access inside Church for water and electricity will be required.
